
 

  2020 AFL Tipping Comp Rules & Terms   

Venue Highways, Cnr Princes Hwy & Corrigan Road, Springvale, VIC, 

3171 

When is the competition 
being run? 

Commences: Round 1, Thursday March 19th, 2019  

Concludes: Round 23, Sunday 23rd August (finals not included) 

What is the entry fee? $30 - $25 per entrant to go to prize pool and $5 towards end of year 
BBQ/presentations  

1 person can enter can enter a maximum of 5 entries. 

Fee must be paid before entrant places any tips 

What are the prizes? Prize Money at the end of the season is divided up to 1st, 2nd, 3rd 
and Knockout.  Amounts will be finalised and announced after 
entries close, and broken down by Sportspick terms and conditions. 

In the event that there are multiple winners with the same score, 
the prize money will be divided between such winners evenly as 
applicable, which may result in no second or third prize dividend 
prize money. 

The weekly tipping process Via the Sportspick screen, entrants tip 1 team to win for each match 
in each AFL Home & Away Round; Including 1 Margin tip on a 
designated match; plus 1 Knock Out tip. 

Entrants will receive a complimentary pot of beer, house wine or 
soft drink when they complete their footy tips for the week. 
Complimentary beverage must be redeemed by the end of the 
round. Complimentary beverage will not be provided where an 
entrant has failed to enter their tips or has entered their tips 
elsewhere.  

What is the knockout 
competition 

Starts Round 3.  Entrants must pick one team from the preselected 
matches.  Not all teams will be available for selection each week. 

If the selected team wins that match then the entrant continues to 
the next round.  If the selected team loses or draws the entrant is 
Knocked Out.   

How is scoring calculated? 1 point for a win  

1 point for a draw 

0 points for a loss 

Points will accumulate from rounds 1 – 23 of the 2020 AFL Season 
to determine prize winners. 

What if I tip 9 winners in 
one round? 

 

Each week that 9 matches are being played, a $10 Venue Voucher 
will be on offer as the prize if an entrant tips 9 winners.  If no-one 
tips 9 then no prize is given. 

What if I don’t place my 
tips? 

 

If an entrant fails to place tips the following rules will apply: 

• Home & Away Rd1-Rd23 – entrant given away teams up to a 
maximum 5 winners 

• Knockout – entrant assigned AWAY team in the last game of the 
round 

• Margin Tip – entrant will be assigned a margin tip of 0 – margin 
tip is used as a tie breaker for weekly round winner prizes. 

What if I can’t make it to 
the venue? 

If you can’t make it into the venue before the first bounce you will 
need to make arrangements for friend to place your tips.  
Alternatively if you can still place late tips on the Saturday and 
receive away teams for any missed games.   

If you are going away during the AFL season, you can make 
arrangements with staff before leaving to place your tips. 

Housekeeping • The venue’s decision is final in the running of this competition. 

• In the event of a technology failure involving Sportspick, the 
venue will determine the appropriate resolution in its discretion. 



• The venue retains the right to cancel, terminate, suspend or 
modify this competition at any time it sees fit without prior notice 
to participants. 

• The venue reserves the right to disqualify any individual who 
tampers with the tipping process, who has breached the 
conditions in its absolute discretion.  

• The venue accepts no responsibility for any tax implications that 
may arise from the prize winnings.
